The Aldo Delfi no Scholarships are named for the late 
Napa County Agricultural Commissioner who valued 
both the opportunity to attend college and the opportu-
nity to return to Napa County and serve the community. 
The Aldo Delfi no Scholarship was established upon the 

death of Aldo Delfi no in 1981 for the purpose of award-
ing scholarships to locals enrolling as fi rst-year students 
in college to pursue study of agriculture. Since its incep-
tion, the Aldo Delfi no Memorial Scholarship fund has 
awarded over $80,000 in scholarships to graduating 
seniors from Napa County headed to such schools as UC 
Davis, Cal Poly, Napa Valley College, CSU Chico, and 
many others.

The deadline to submit a completed application for this 
year’s scholarship cycle is Friday, March 24th. Suc-
cessful applicants will be acknowledged at their respec-
tive high school award ceremonies and invited to be rec-
ognized at the annual dinner meeting of the Napa County 
Farm Bureau in July, 2017.
